Sewing

Views A, B

Note: Stitch seams on stretch fabrics with a spe-
cial stretch stitch or at a narrow zigzag setting.
Stitch hems with a twin sewing machine needle
to keep them elastic.

Stitch shoulder seams.

Cut front between band joining lines, about 5
cm (2 ins) long. Fold neck edge band in half
lengthwise and press, wrong side facing in.
Stitch band to neck edge, stretched slightly, so
that fold edge lies on garment piece, 7 mm (1/4
in) past seam line. Lay band up and press allow-
ances onto garment. Use the twin machine
needle to topstitch garment next to band join-
ing seam.

Placket fastening: Stitch each front band (outer
half) to front end of neck edge band and to ver-
tical edge of front. Cut front between band join-
ing seams and clip diagonally toward ends of
seams. Press seam allowances of band joining
seams and of other long edges of band onto
bands. Fold bands on marked fold lines, right
side facing in, stitch across top ends. Turn bands
right side out. Baste inside edges of bands to
joining seams. Stitch petersham ribbon to left
band and turn in top end of ribbon. Topstitch
right band close to edge. Work buttonholes in
right band. Lay bottom end of right band on
bottom end of left band. Baste ends together
and stitch to front.

Stitch side seams and sleeve seams. Lay hem al-
lowances of top and sleeves, to inside. With
twin machine needle, stitch hems from right
side, 3 cm (1 1/4 ins) from edge. Cut fold edges
open at hems.

Set in sleeves.
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
