A few more tips

B The gray shaded areas in the
cutting layouts show which pieces
should be interfaced.

B Choose the correct interfacing for
your fabric.

B Always cut interfacing pieces on
the same grain as the pieces of main
fabric, e.g. the grain line marked on
the pattern piece should lie parallel
to the long edges of the interfacing.

B Cut all interfacing pieces with
seam allowances 2 mm/ a scant %
inch narrower then those on the
fabric pieces, so that edges will be
caught in the seams.

B Always first test-iron the inter-
facing on a scrap of fabric.

B After ironing, leave the fabric
pieces laying flat and allow them to
cool for 20 — 30 minutes.
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
