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Materials

sequin fabric
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Step 1 — Preparation

Trace the pattern pieces from the pattern sheet. Follow lines and details for style 111.
Seam and hem allowances:
Seams and edges 1.5 cm (5/8 in), hem 4 cm (15/8 ins), lining 1.5 cm (5/8 in).

Step 2 — Cutting out
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Sequin fabric:
1front skirt panel, on a fold 1x
2back skirt panel, on a fold 1x
3front yoke, on a fold 1x
4back yoke, on a fold 1x
Lining: pieces 1 to 4.
Vilene Bias Tape/stay tape: Iron to Â¬upper edges of skirt panels and yokes so that the line of chain stitch
lies along the marked Â¬seam line.

Step 3 — Front and back yoke

Stitch front yoke to front skirt panel, clipping allowance of skirt panel into corner. Stitch back yoke to back
skirt panel, clipping allowance of back skirt panel into corner. Press seam allowances onto yokes.

Step 4 — Zip

Stitch right side seam. Sew inÂ¬visible zip in place and stitch left side seam,.

Step 5 — Lining

Stitch lining seams, leaving zip slit open as mirror image of skirt.
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Step 6 — Lining

Sew lining to upper edge of skirt.

Step 7 — Hem

Press hem allowance to inside and sew in place by hand. Hem lining so that it is about 2 cm (3/4 in) shorter
than the skirt.
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
